The lllinois State Board of Education has adopted new Math and English

Language Arts standards for K-12 education known as the New lllinois
Learning Standards Incorporating the Common Core.

What are educational standards?

Standards are a list of expectations that help teachers make sure their students have the skills and
knowledge they need at each grade level.

What is the Common Core?

The Common Core State Standards Initiative is a state-led effort to provide a single set of clear
standards for English Language Arts (ELA) and Mathematics.

Will every grade have new standards?
Yes, there will be new ELA /Math Standards in grades K-12.
Why English Language Arts and Math?

English Language Arts and Math were developed first because they teach skills which students
build upon for other subjects. The work on Science and Social Studies standards has been started.

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Teachers will be preparing their lessons with the new
standards in mind and working with the students to help
them achieve expectations.
